Asunto: Exima las Tasas Familiares de Cuidado Infantil hasta 30 de septiembre de
2024, en el Revision de Mayo

Estimado Gobernador Newsom:

La pandemia ha expuesto como cuidado infantil es vital a cada faceta de la sociedad y las
desiguales repercusiones de la falta de cuidado en las mujeres y las madres negras, latinas, y
asiaticas. La suspencion de las tasas familiares ha mitigado estos efectos y ha proveido la
estabilidad que necesitan durante un periodo sostenido de incertidumbre.

En consecuencia, con respeto solicitamos $187 millones de délares en su revision de mayo
para ampliar la exencion de tasas familiares hasta 30 de septiembre de 2024, segun lo
permitido con el plan americano del rescate de 2021, y los fondos discrecionales del bloque
para el desarrollo y cuidado infantil.! También solicitamos que el revisién de mayo incluye el
implementacién de una lista de tasas familiares equitativa despues de 30 de septiembre de
2024, segun se describen en el Proyecto 92 de la Asamblea (Gomez Reyes).

26,578 familias se han beneficiado de la suspension de las tasas familiares del 1 de julio de
2021.2 A las familias que se les cobran tasas han ahorrado una media de $250 ddlares por mes,
y cientos de familias estan ahorrando casi $600 ddlares por mes. La exencion de las tasas
familiares ha hecho cuidado infantil realmente asequible, y las padres pueden pagar por
necesidades como el alquiler, gasolina, y comida. También, las padres pueden trabajaryir a

La exencion de las tasas familiares les dard alivio instantdneo a los padres sin solicitudes
onerosos, garantizara que los proveedores de cuidado infantil reciben sus saldrios, y que la
recuperacién econémica de California incluya a las mujeres negras, latinas, y asiaticas.
